PROPOSED UPGRADE OF THE WUJAL WUJAL HELIPAD

The Torres and Cape Hospital and Health Service (TCHHS) will
soon upgrade the Wujal Wujal Primary Health Care Centre’s
helicopter landing site (HLS). The new HLS will be constructed
to meet current Australian Standards, allowing improved
access for the retrieval of critically ill patients and improved
health care services to the community.

The project requires the existing helipad to be demolished,
Doreen % followed by civil earth works to build a larger platform for
construction of a new concrete helipad and boundary fence.
Alternate helicopter landing sites have been identified while
construction takes place.

Construction works are expected to commence from late
April 2021 for 8 weeks. These works will be delivered in
accordance with an existing Cultural Heritage Agreement.
