Things to go in an Emergency Kit 

• Torch 
• Spare batteries 
• Candles 
• First aid kit (make sure it is fully stocked) 
• Matches 
• Battery operated charger 
• Copies of important documents such as insurance, birth certificates, passports and 

prescriptions in a waterproof document holder 
• Battery operated radio 
• Non-perishable food 
• Utility knife/tool 
• Sturdy gloves 
• List of emergency contacts 
• Bottled water 
• Toilet paper 
• Personal hygiene items and toiletry supplies 
• Spare house and car keys 
• Pet supplies 
• Any special care items 
• Change of clothing for each family member in waterproof bag
